This is the
States prison at At-
lanta, Georgia, where
Eugene Victor Deb:
now enrolled as Federal
Convict No. 9653. There
are at present 1,700
prisoners there, many
of them being persons
convicted under the
Espionage act. This
prison is situated at
the southern extremity
of Atlanta, on a slight
earth swell, and is 1,100
feet above the sea. Debs
was transferred from
Moundsville prison,
West Virginia, to At-
lanta on Jume 15, 1919,
to serve his 10 years.
